Meeting minutes 

7/27/2010

The July meeting of the Northwest Ga. Fire Chiefs Assoc. was held at the Catoosa County Fire Department Headquarters in Ringgold. There were 20 plus in attendance representing 10 fire departments.

The meeting was called to order at 10:00 AM by Catoosa County Fire Chief Nichols who welcomed everyone to their facility for the meeting followed by Invocation given by Chief Lanier Swafford.

President Jamison gave a membership and financial update. The numbers have not changed since our last meeting but the board hopes that membership will increase with the new budget cycle for some departments.

1st Vice President McGhee gave an update on GMAG with the major focus on finances and budget issues.

GMAG Area 6 Plans Sec. Chief Doug Flury introduced the guest speakers from GEMA who gave a 45 min. presentation on the Resource Data Base updates. Applications were issued and expedited at the meeting for those who don’t have access. The Area 6 Command Staff will be promoting the RDB in the near future and getting it updated for our area.

After a short break Jeff Oathout with Target Safety Training Systems gave a 30 min. presentation on the on-line training program. President Jamison presented Jeff with a certificate of appreciation on behalf of the assoc. for sponsoring the meal for the meeting.

President Jamison presented Chief Darrell Mitchell of Cherokee County with a plaque of appreciation for his service to the board as Second Vice President in 2009.    
Assoc. updates followed with a report from GAFC by Chief Jamison reminding everyone of the Joint Conf. in Savannah August 4 – 8. He also informed the members that the Spring Executive Development Conf. would be moving to Jekyl Island next year. 

Chief Jamison reminded members of the importance of getting involved in the GFSTC rules change process and to go to the GFSTC web-site and review the proposed changes.

Chief Swafford gave a report from GSFA and reiterated the importance of getting involved in the processes of the various organizations that affect the fire service. He also reported that the Area 6 IMT Team recently participated in HUREX 2010 as Logistical Support and managed a Staging Area in South Georgia during the exercise.

Capt. Ricky Busby TF Leader for GSAR TF6 reported that they had met with Chief Nesbitt of Calhoun recently to discuss the formation of the TF6 Executive Committee to work on policies and procedures for the team. He also stated that TF6 would be returning to the Memorial Tunnel in West Virginia next month with the 4th CST and DOD for a training exercise. More team training is expected to be scheduled this fall.
President Jamison reported the work of the Unification Partners Committee to study fire service consolidation. The committee has made a lot of progress but there is still more information needed at this time. The Northwest Ga. Fire Chiefs Assoc. supports further study into this subject.
