· Who is the schools accreditation with?

· Standards and Competencies
All courses meet TCSG set competencies. TSCG competencies developed following NFPA Standards, FESHE guidelines and GFSTC guidelines.
· Are you able to teach courses off campus? Yes. Need 10 – 12 students. The college is flexible and will do what is needed.
· How much of the program is offered online? 99%. Only Haz Mat Ops and Instructor classes are not offered online. However, these are hybrid.
· Can you provide an agreement with fire departments to deliver fire service classes? If you provide the instructors, we can teach it under Lanier Tech umbrella. We would have to use their curriculum and meet their criteria.
· Can you explain HOPE Grant and TCC Courses? The HOPE Grant deals with diploma and certificate programs. HOPE Grant pays 90% tuition if the student maintains a 3.5 GPA. The HOPE Scholarship deals with degrees.  The student must have a 3.5 GPA to qualify. If a student has been out of high school for 7 years they do not qualify.
· Would you be willing to partner with departments to create training programs that meet NFA and FESHE Standards, as well as local department and state standards? Yes. Tom stated the college would like to do this. The Fire Service needs to tell the college Advisory Committees what we want and they will do it.
· He stated the college would welcome us tour their facility and he would provide placement results of graduates from their programs. 
Jared Harris – Georgia Northwestern Technical College
Jared talked of implementing mandatory fitness as part of the curriculum for their FFI Program. He is planning on implementing “Cross Fit” training.
Alex Routt – Rome Fire Department
Alex presented a slide show and presented information concerning the “Cross Fit” training concepts and principles.
